If you missed
their Willy Street Fair appearances, here is
another chance to experience them in live
performance.

Kaia Fowler's music draws from the

MadFolk: What do you like best about
giving a solo acoustic concert in an intimate
space like Crescendo?

Fowler: | love being able to really share
the experience with the listeners up close.
Sharing songs connects us and reminds us
how much we truly have in common. When
| sing about my loves and losses, concerns
and inspirations, fears and hopes, sorrows
and joys, listeners have a chance to en-
gage with their own lives and emotions, and
to explore life in all its richness and com-
plexity. There, in that moment—though the
magic of music and words—we understand
one another better. We sense that we're all
in this together. | enjoy that aspect of what

Kille: I love playing listening rooms like
Crescendo where you get to have a truly in-
timate experience with the audience. Every
song has a story of some kind behind it, and
I love when | can share my stories! | think
whenever you can connect with someone
through song, it makes us all feel a little less
alone in the world.

MadFolk: Beth, you're active in encour-
aging women to make music through Girls
& Ladies Rock Camp Madison and other
initiatives. As a woman and a performing
songwriter, what does making music mean
to you?

Kille: Making music to me is really about
sharing The Human Experience and find-
ing common ground. When we create and
share our art, | believe it is all in an effort to
deepen the connections between us. Being
a performing songwriter is really about be-
ing vulnerable and bold all the same time.
| think as a woman, | actually have a little
bit more of a leg up then my male counter-
parts in this department. Often men in our

Fowler: People often come up to me
after a concert and tell me that my voice
gives them a sense of peace or comfort. |
sang at a gallery for an art show opening
once, and the artist said that my voice put
her in the perfect mental space for painting.
I love hearing this kind of thing. | love being
able to support a sense of ease, of heal-
ing, of creativity with my music. So much of
how a singer’s voice sounds has to do with
physical qualities that we can’t control, but
a lot also comes down to the emotion and
energy we put into our music. Even if I am
singing a fun, bluesy song like Ridin’ Along,
or Big Road, | let the deeper meaning come
through along with the playfulness. | have
walked along some dark pathways, and |
want to say to people, “You're not alone.
We will get through this, and here’s some
relief, some comfort along the way.”

MadFolk: What should people expect at
the July 19 concert at Crescendo?

Fowler: | will be sharing favorites from
my albums as well as new material that will
be available on my new album, One Breath,
to be released later this year. | also like to
cover songs that have “adopted me,” espe-
cially blues numbers that really let me sing
my heart out, and moving songs from art-
ists like Dolly Parton and John Prine. There

rockin’ out with her band at summer fes-
tivals, her love for the stage and genuine
passion for performance shine through in
all settings. Her stage prowess was recog-
nized in 2011 when she received Artist of
the Year honors at the Madison Area Music
Awards — a rare accomplishment for a solo
artist.

A LoSING MATCH - COUNT THIS PENNY
SELF RELEASED - 2018

Review by Kiki Schueler

Count This Penny left Madison three
years ago to return to Tennessee, but a
visit to any of their social media pages
confirms that while the duo of Aman-
da and Allen Rigell may be gone, they
are certainly not forgotten. Wisconsin
friends routinely comment on posts, and
leave notes just to say we miss you. With
the release of A Losing Match, their first
full length in a half dozen years, they will
be back in the Midwest in force, playing
shows from Viroqua to Oconomowoc in
July, and heading back for a pair a gigs
in Milwaukee and Madison with rising
country star Margo Price in August. | for
one will be interested to see how these
songs translate live, because this is some
heavy stuff. On said social media sites,
there’s a description of the record that
reads like a parental warning. Instead
of violence and nudity, it warns of over-
whelming sadness. To quote, “It docu-
ments a time of loss, heartbreak, and un-
raveling. If you're hurting, if you've ever
been hurt, if you're coming off a rough
stretch --and really, who isn't?-- this re-
cord is for you.” And they aren't kidding,
there’s not a moment of hope to be found
over the course of these twelve tracks,
just betrayal and pain. Nowhere does it
say absolutely that these songs are auto-
biographical, but you read that and then
listen to these songs, and you have to ask,
“what happened?’

Sometimes sad songs don't sound
sad (I'm looking at you Dead Man Win-

ter), these are not that kind of sad song.
However, that is not to say that they aren’t
good songs, because, oh my, they are. The
pair alternate lead vocals, but the songs
are all linked, the same words showing
up over and over again- burn, can't, fight,
drink, lie, break, and of course, heart. To
wit, the record opens with “Half-Hearted,”
a confession of not knowing what
