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The Gandy Dancer Festival Returns!

ugust 19, 2017 was quiet in

Mazomanie. That date is when
the 11th annual Gandy Dancer Fes-
tival would’ve occurred, but did not.
After taking a one-year hiatus to re-
organize, August 18th, 2018 marks
the triumphant return of this small-
town gem — the Gandy Dancer Fes-
tival!

Several factors played into the
temporary leave; personnel reorga-
nization and fundraising being the
main two. As a branch of the Mazo-
manie Charitable Alliance, the Gan-
dy Dancer Festival has always been
reliant on donations to bring this idyl-
lic, small-town festival to life. As op-
eration costs grew over time, the fes-
tival needed to take a fresh look at
how to continue providing the same
guality of event for years to come. To
help achieve the reboot of the fes-
tival, multiple village members were
added to the Gandy Dancer Festival
committee board.

After much deliberation, the com-
mittee settled on a best-of-both-
worlds solution for how to create a
long-term solution to fund the festival
and to also meet the festival goals
of giving back to the village of Mazo-
manie and its citizens. Beginning
August 18th, 2018, the music on the
main stage/tent will be a ticketed
event. Entrance is $10 in adv. (tick-
ets available at gandydancerfestival.
org or at the Old Feed Mill in down-
town Mazo) or $15 day-of. Only the
main stage area will be ticketed. The

rest of downtown Mazomanie will still
be FREE!

One huge detail of the festival is
unchanged — family is still the focus.
Throughout the day there will be
many free family-friendly activities,
including: mini train rides, model
trains, face painting, comedy and
juggling, sing-alongs, bluegrass jam
session, and much more. Also open
in downtown will be the Mid-West
Micro Car Museum, the Mazomanie
Historical Museum, the Vintage Cy-
cle Room, the Rumpus Room Circus,
and SHEnanigans.

The highlight of the day is without
a doubt the music. The day features
a rich variety of bluegrass music;
headlined at 6:30pm by Bozeman,
Montana’s rising bluegrass stars,
Kitchen Dwellers. Also gracing the
stage will be Donna Ulisse, winner
of the International Bluegrass Music
Association’s Songwriter of the Year
2016 and Song of the Year 2017.
Bluegrass legend Kevin Prater, rec-
ognized by the Kentucky House of
Representatives for his traditional
bluegrass music, will take the stage
with the Kevin Prater Band right after
Best of Madison silver award winner
- Soggy Prairie. Mazomanie's own
Tracks Outta Town will bring their lo-
cal Americana sound (and hopefully
Orange Blossom Special) to follow
the first group of the day, Bluegrass
TeA & Company. Music starts at
11am. Food and beer (featuring the
Potosi Rolling Bar) will be available.

t its June meeting, the Madison Folk

Music Society approved the recom-
mendation of its scholarship committee to
award scholarships for private folk music
lessons with Louka Patenaude to 9 year
old Habib O. Ogunmola, a student at Ston-
er Prairie Elementary School, and Thanya
Sarahi Vicuna-Moreno, a 14 year old stu-
dent at West High. Both have been study-
ing with Madison Music-Makers — Thanya
for 6 years — and have a particular interest
in folk music. Thanya is starting to write

songs and sing as well.

These scholarships are funded by
contributions left in the stringless guitar at
MadFolk concerts, and contributions folks
make when renewing their memberships.
It was originally started to honor the mem-
ory of Helen Schneyer, sister of MadFolk
member Mona Wasow, from memorial do-
nations made in Helen’s name. Helen was
a social worker and singer of lugubrious
ballads who had performed at the White
House and on Prairie Home Companion,

among other venues. Contributions to the
Madison Folk Music Society earmarked for
the scholarship fund are always welcome,
to ensure that aspiring folk musicians
from the next generation can receive pri-
vate lessons from some of Madison’s best
teachers.

Garnet Rogers & Archie Fisher Only Wisconsin Show

favorite Garnet Rogers is bringing his
long-time friend and musical collabora-
tor back to Madison as part of their final
U.S. Tour. It has been 4 years since we
have had the privilege of hearing these
two together here in Madison, and it was
a honor when they wanted MadFolk to
be one of the stops on this final tour of
the two of them together.

We will be doing this show in the
beautiful historic Stoughton Opera
House, 381 Main Street — Stoughton,
WI. Tickets for this show will be going
on sale thru the Stoughton Opera House
in August. Our friends at the Stoughton
Opera House have offered a pre-sale for
MadFolk members only starting on Au-

gust 1st for this show only. You will want
to purchase your tickets early for the best
seats, as they are assigned seating, and
since this is their final tour together and
the only Wisconsin show, we expect tick-
ets to go fast. Tickets are $22.50. You
will need to call 608-877-4400 or stop
by the box office, you will not be able
to purchase tickets on-line until August
20th when they go on sale to the general
public.

Garnet and Archie toured across

Canada and America in the summer of
1985, early in Garnet’s career as a solo
singer-songwriter.  Archie had worked
with Garnet and his brother Stan before
Stan’s death, Remember his song “Witch
of the Westmorland™? That tour was a
huge success. A wonderful recording
“Off The Map” features tracks recorded
from that tour.

Master guitarist, Archie Fisher is one
of Scotland’s foremost folksinger/ song-
writers. He is known throughout the
country as the host of BBC Radio Scot-
land’'s award-winning ‘Travelling Folk’
programme, which he presented for over
25 years. Recognized for his contribu-
tions to Scottish folk music, in 2007 he
was inducted into the Scots Traditional

Music Hall of Fame and in 2006
was awarded an MBE for ser-
vices to traditional music. The
most recent recognition of his
art came in 2008 when he was
granted the Tradition Bearers
Award from the Goderich Celtic
Roots Festival in Canada. His
current Windward Away re-
lease on Greentrax 329 has
already achieved widespread
acclaim on both sides of the
Atlantic.

Archie was born in Glasgow
into a large singing family, which
yielded three professional sing-
ers, Archie and his sisters Ray
and Cilla Fisher. Constant mu-
sic, combined with his father’s
appreciation of many musical
styles (opera, music hall, tra-
ditional ballads) had a strong
impact on Archie’s musical de-
velopment, while his mother, a
native Gaelic speaker from the
Outer Hebrides, was a strong
influence on the lyrical quality
of his singing and songwriting.

THE TRE OF FORGIVENESS - JOHN PRINE
Ou Boy ReEcorps - 2018

John Prine is one of the most be-
loved songwriters of his generation,
turns out he’s impressed a whole ‘no-
ther generation too. The Tree of For-
giveness is his first record of original
tunes since 2005’s Fair and Square,
and features co-writes with the Black
Keys’ Dan Auerbach and guest musi-
cian turns from Brandi Carlile, Jason
Isbell and Amanda Shires, all half his
age. In addition to the youngsters,
there are also co-writes from contem-
poraries Keith Sykes, Pat Mclaughlin,
and even one with Phil Spector (?!).
But if you think that would resultin an
uneven collection, you'd be wrong, it
all sounds like classic John Prine. His
gravelly voice, deepened by a battle
with squamous cell cancer in 1998, is
strong, and he sounds like he’s having
the time of his life.

The record opens with “Knockin’
On Your Screen Door,” one of the
Mclaughlin co-writes, which also fea-
tures him on backing vocals. It's a
wistful reminiscence of summers past
from a narrator who has fallen on hard
times, and it's both catchy and poi-
gnant. Their best work is probably the
wordy and inscrutable “Egg & Daugh-
ter Nite, Lincoln Nebraska, 1967 (Cra-
zy Bone),” which may or may not be
a sexual reference. Prine does some
pseudo scat singing, while Mclaugh-
lin provides winking backing vocals,
in a history of that “old crazy bone”

causing trouble from teenage years
to the old folk's home. The two Auer-
bach contributions, which also feature
Mclaughlin, aren’t what | would have
expected. The dark and moody “Cara-
van of Fools” would have fit in on one
of Johnny Cash’s American Record-
ings, while “Boundless Love” is sweetly
sentimental. One of many refer-

chorus is the best part, featuring Car-
lile, Isbell, Shires and a host of others
on hand claps, kazoo and backing vo-
cals, as Prine sings about cocktails and
cigarettes nine miles long. Where else
but heaven can you do that?

Prine says of
the song, “l never thought it was
totally finished so | took it out for
this record and finished it. | really
love how it turned out with Jason
Isbell and Amanda Shires playing
and singing on the track.” | have
to agree, Shires’ fiddle and Isbell’s
slide guitar elevate what could
have been the record’s slightest
song.

There are two songs credited
solely to Prine. The first of these
is “The Lonesome Friends of Sci-
ence” which should probably in-
clude a Townes Van Zandt co-writ-
ing credit, so similar is the melody
to his “Pancho & Lefty.” The simi-
larity is deepened by the first two
lines of the chorus ending “say”
